All pupils must keep a pair of black plimsolls in school as part of their PE kit.

Pupils are not permitted to wear jewellery or watches to school. They are however,
allowed to wear one pair of small gold or silver ball earrings which must be removed for PE.
School staff are not permitted to remove a pupil’s earrings or apply tape to a pupil’s ears.

Make-up, nail polish and henna style tattoos are not permitted under any
circumstances.

Hairstyles are expected to be neat and tidy without extremes of style or design. Hair colours
should be natural and conventional with no dyed colours. Shaved or partly shaved heads
are not acceptable. Long hair must be tied up in a neat ponytail or plait with plain hair
accessories that follow the school’s colours of red, white, grey, and black.

Storage space is limited in classrooms, so just a school book bag please — no keyrings
attached.

Uniform wise and Uniforms by Niki (second hand clothing also available) are both
recognised uniform suppliers for the school. Uniform can also be purchased from local
supermarkets.
